For areas in which the tightening torque is indicated inside parentheses (),
the tightening torque is indicated as a reference value, however tightening using a torque wrench
is not necessary

e Do not install the mud flap (front) in any way other than described in the following instructions.

v Phillips screwdriver

¥ Socket wrench (8 mm) v Torque wrench

Y Fastener remover wrapped with protective tape
Y Needle-nosed pliers

Before performing any
work, park the vehicle on
level ground, apply the
parking brake securely,
and then block the
wheels. If the vehicle
moves while performing
work, it may cause injury.

4. MUD FLAP (FRONT) INSTALLATION

e The figure shows the left side, however, perform the same procedure for the right side.

Front over fender

Vehicle front

Cut off rib

Front over fender

MJ Cip nut »

Vehicle front

1. Cut off the ribs on the front over fender shown in
the figure using nippers.

2. Align the front over fender hole, and install the clip
nut (1).

ADVICE
¢ Install the clip nut with its flat side facing
frontwards.
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3. Align the lower front over fender underside hole,
and install the clip nut (1).

ADVICE

¢ |Install the clip nut with its flat side facing
downwards.

4. Align the mud flap (front) with the installation
position and install the fastener (1).

ADVICE

e Make sure that the fastener is inserted
completely.

5. While pressing the mud flap (front) in the direction
of the arrows shown in the figures, attach the bolts
(2) in order from (A) to (B).
Bolt tightening torque: (0.8 to 1.2 Nm)

ADVICE

o When installing, be careful that there are no
gaps between the mud flap (front), the front
over fender and lower front over fender.




5. VERIFICATION AFTER INSTALLATION

1. Verify that there are no gaps.

o If there is a gap, loosen the bolt then retighten it while pressing the mud flap (front) against the front over
fender and lower front over fender.

2 . Verify that the bolts and fasteners are installed securely.
